Educational Visit: Hodder Criminology Conference – Tuesday 28th November 2023 
Trip Leader: Mrs J Eaton  
 
As part of your child’s A-Level Psychology and/or Sociology course, they are studying a range of different 
psychological and sociological theories around crime; exploring explanations for criminality as well as methods for 
identifying and treating criminals.  To enhance their knowledge and understanding of the topics further, we would 
like to take all students within the department on a trip to attend the 2023 Hodder Education Criminology 
Conference at the Albert Hall, Nottingham.  The programme of events and key speakers involved in delivering the 
conference will provide students with the opportunity to revise and apply some of the content from their courses.  
 
Throughout the day students will listen to a number of high-profile speakers in the field of Human Sciences including 
Dr Lyndsey Harris, Dr Zoe Walkington, and Dr Anthony Ellis.  Students will also have the unique opportunity to hear 
from former criminals Marisa Merico, author of ‘Mafia Princess’ and Justin Rollins, author of ‘The Lost Boyz’ both of 
whom have become renowned public speakers since their reform.  
 
This conference will no doubt educate, entertain, enthuse and enrich the students’ learning by consolidating their 
previous knowledge of criminology; whilst also preparing them for their exams in Psychology and Sociology.  
 
Students are not required to wear school uniform, but must dress appropriately as they are representatives of the 
school and ensure they are dressed appropriately.  Students should bring their own lunch or money to buy it on the 
day.  
 
The cost of this trip will be £27.00 per student.  This will cover transport to the conference location in Nottingham 
plus entry to the event.  The deadline for making this payment, via ParentPay, is Monday 9th October.  Bursary 
subsidies are available to help with the cost of the trip and lunch if your child is eligible.  Please see Mrs Smith in the 
Sixth Form office for further details.  If your child’s place is paid for by bursary, please email me to confirm your 
consent (eaton@queenelizabeths.derbyshire.sch.uk) as you will not go through the automatic ParentPay consent 
process and we cannot take students without parental consent.   
 
The coach will leave the bus bay at 8.50am; students must ensure that they are there in sufficient time.  The coach 
will return at approximately 5.00pm.  I will make sure that students contact home to give a more accurate return 
time once we have departed from the venue.  As this trip is outside of school hours, please be aware that you are 
responsible for transport arrangements to and from the academy for your child.
